Jubilate Singers
Since the choir's inception in 1977, the Jubilate Singers have been noted for their imaginative and innovative performances. In addition, through radio and television, the Jubilate Singers have earned a national reputation for high quality. The choir is equally at home in performing a cappella sacred and secular works, jazz arrangements and works with orchestral accompaniment. The choir has participated in three Christchurch Arts Festivals and a major highlight was winning a gold medal at the Sydney International Choral Festival in 1994. 

The choir’s commitment to performing New Zealand works is reflected in its choice of patron; Professor John Ritchie, a composer in his own right. In the choir’s repertoire are compositions by Chloe Moon, Dorothy Buchanan, John and Anthony Ritchie, and Patrick Shepherd.  Performances of more well known works such as Messiah, St Matthew Passion and Mozart's Requiem have been sung by the choir on more than one occasion, the Requiem being John Pattinson’s farewell choice in 2006. 

After this tour to Timaru and Dunedin the choir will present several Christchurch concerts:  "The French Connection" (music by Fauré, Durufle', Poulenc, Langlais and Villet) on 20 July; a joint concert with Auckland's Musica Sacra chamber choir on 26 October; and, finally, Monteverdi's "Christmas Vespers" on 22 December.  

Grant Hutchinson (Music Director)
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Grant began his choral conducting career in 1984 as the Organist and Master of the Choristers at the historic St Mary’s Cathedral in Port Elizabeth – one of two remaining all-male Cathedral choirs in South Africa.

In 1989, he was appointed conductor of the 80-voice Port Elizabeth Oratorio Choir and in 1994, he founded “The Bay Singers”, a 16-voice ensemble which regularly recorded for the South African Broadcasting Association.  

After migrating to Christchurch with his wife and two children, Grant was appointed Director of Music at St Michael’s Anglican Church in 1999.  

In 2003, Grant recorded a solo organ CD, Organ Rhapsody, at Christ Church Cathedral, also achieving the Fellowship of Trinity College, London that year.  He was Chairman of the Royal School of Church Music (Canterbury Branch) from 2002 to 2006.  A science and marketing graduate, Grant has a career in pharmaceutical sales and marketing, and has recently been appointed as the New Zealand Choral Federation’s Executive Officer.  He was appointed music director of the Jubilate Singers in May 2006.
